A RESOLUTION AUTHORIZING A LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE
OF DOWNERS GROVE AND THE ROTARY CLUB OF DOWNERS GROVE

WHEREAS, application has been made to conduct a special event known as the Rotary
Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest; and

WHEREAS, a portion of this special event will be conducted on public property
commonly known as the Forest Lot South located at the southeast corner of Forest and
Burlington Avenues; and

WHEREAS, application has been made for a license agreement to permit the conduct of
the Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest on a portion of the parcels subject to conditions
and restrictions as imposed by the Village Council.

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT RESOLVED, by the Village Council of the Village of
Downers Grove as follows:

SECTION 1. That the license agreement between the Village of Downers Grove and
Rotary Club of Downers Grove for the Oktoberfest be and is hereby approved.

SECTION 2. That the Village Manager and staff are authorized to execute the license

agreement and to take such actions as may be necessary to carry out the terms thereof.

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LICENSE AGREEMENT BETWEEN THE VILLAGE
OF DOWNERS GROVE AND THE ROTARY CLUB OF DOWNERS GROVE
FOR THE 2004 ROTARY CLUB OKTOBERFEST

THIS LICENSE AGREEMENT, made and entered into this day of , 2004, by
and between the Village of Downers Grove (the “Licensor’™) and The Rotary Club of Downers Grove,
Downers Grove, 1L 60515 (the “Licensee™),

WITNESSETH:

WHEREAS, Licensee has scheduled the 2004 Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest (The
Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest) for October 1st, 2nd & 3" 2004;

WHEREAS, Licensee has requested that The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest occupy
Licensor’s parking lot located at the Southeast corner of Forest and Burlington, commonly known and
hereinafter referred to as “Forest Lot South™.

WHEREAS, Forest Lot South, is a Village owned parking lot that will have to be closed to local
vehicular traffic or local business traffic in order to conduct the Rotary Club of Downers Grove
Oktoberfest

WHEREAS, Licensor has determined that closing off Forest Lot South to vehicular traffic during
the Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest will not impair the health, safety and welfare of the
residents of Downers Grove;

WHEREAS, Licensor has determined that it shall be necessary for Licensee to provide access to
the US Bank drive-thru via the existing alleyway and/or by converting 2-3 parking spaces along Burlington
Avenue to provide a passageway for bank customers.

NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the mutual covenants, conditions and agreements herein
set forth, and other good and valuable consideration, the parties hereto agree as follows:

1. The provisions of the preamble are hereby incorporated into and made a part of this Agreement.

2. Licensor hereby grants unto Licensee a revocable license for the use of Forest Lot South as shown
on the attached aerial map, as described above, for the sole purpose of conducting The Rotary Club of
Downers Grove Oktoberfest.

3. That Forest Lot South shall be closed from 9:00 p.m., Wednesday, September 29, 2004 through
12:00 noon on Monday, October 4“1, 2004,

4, That Licensee shall arrange for an inspection with the Village Code Services Department.
Licensee shall be ready for all inspections no later than 3:00 p.m. on Friday, October 1, 2004. Licensee
shall be responsible for arranging all necessary DuPage County Health Department inspections to coincide
with the Village required inspections.

5. Hours of operation for The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest shall be from 4:00 p.m.
until 11:30 p.m. on Friday, October 1, 2004; Noon until 11:30 p.m. Saturday, October 2, 2004; and from
Noon until 6:00 p.m. on Sunday, October 3, 2004. Food service shall be available at all times, up until 1
hour before closing. Licensee shall allow oompah/German entertainment to stop at 11:00 p.m. on Friday
and Saturday, and adequate time for patrons to depart no later than 11:30 p.m. Live music will end on



Sunday at the close of the Oktoberfest.

6. Licensee shall follow all gunidelines and requirements established by the Downers Grove Liquor
Commissioner. Licensee further agrees to abide by all Village ordinances and any and all conditions
specified in the Special Commercial Event License Permit.

7. All required exits shall be readily identifiable through signage and illumination and maintained
free of obstructions. The Fire Department sprinkler connection and fire hydrants hall be maintained free of
obstructions, and readily available for Fire Department use.

8. Licensee shall procure and maintain adequate proof of Dram Shop and General Liability Insurance
using carriers licensed in the State of Illinois and maintaining a Best rating of at least A-IV. Such Dram
Shop Insurance shall include coverage to the statutory limits for the State of Illinois, but not less than
Three Million Dollars ($3,000,000). Such General Liability Insurance shall include coverage for the
premises, operations, underground, collapse, explosion, products and the event, and shall name as
Additional Insureds the Village, and its officers, boards, commissions, elected and appointed officials,
agents and employees, Such insurance shall be in the amount of Five Million Dollars ($5,000,000) per
occurrence and in the aggregate covering bodily injury, including death, and property damage. If the
Licensee employs independent contractors, Licensee shall insure that these contractors maintain
appropriate levels of insurance and that the Village is named as an additional insured under each policy.
Not less than one week prior to the event Licensee shall furnish to the Village Manager of the Village
Certificates of Insurance upon each policy renewal evidencing all of the aforementioned types and limits of
insurance to be in effect. The insurance policies required under this Section shall be occurrence based and
shall be maintained by Licensee through the event. Each policy of insurance shall provide that it not be
canceled nor materially changed without Sixty (60) days written notice to the Village Manager. In addition
to the foregoing, any and ail vendors participating in The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest shall
name the Village of Downers Grove, its officers, agents and employees as additional insured on all policies
issued in connection with the event.

9. Licensee shall be responsible for providing the beer/wine/wine coolers/Mike’s Hard
Lemonade/Non-alcoholic beer/pop/water/coffee, all necessary equipment, accessories, and personnel to
handle the sale and service of beer and shall be responsible for providing food vendors and entertainment
for The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest.

10. Licensee shall receive all rights and privileges of operating The Rotary Club of Downers Grove
Oktoberfest.

11. Licensee shall be noted as the sponsor of The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest in all
pre-event publicity, such as posters, advertisements, articles, flyers, etc., and Licensor shall be excluded
from all such advertisements.

12. During all hours of operation, police services for The Rotary Club of Downers Grove

Oktoberfest shall be provided only by the Downers Grove Police Department. Responsibility for obtaining
off-duty officers and all costs for such services shall be bome by the Licensee. Certification that this
provision has been met must be provided to the Village no later than one week prior to the event. Downers
Grove Police Officers will have the authority to promptly terminate the event and/or entertainment
promptly at 11:00 p.m. Friday/Saturday and 6:00 p.m. Sunday. Police manpower will be determined at
the sole discretion of the Chief of Police.

13. Kent Ebersold (VM/Cell - 630/363-7746), Mark Baresel (VM/Cell - 630/254-7490),
Chris Lavoie (VM/Cell - 630/215-5206), and Mike Davenport (VM/Cell - 630/699-3621),are designated as




the Event Managers and one shall be present and available at all times the event is in progress to handle
any questions and generally act as the primary contact person for all issues concerns and questions related
to the operation of The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest. A telephone list of Village contacts
shall also be available.

14, Licensee shall be responsible for obtaining a liquor license from the Village.

15. Licensee agrees to have all clean-up associated with The Rotary Club of Downers Grove
Oktoberfest completed by 12:00 noon on Monday, October 4, 2004, so that Forest Lot South may be re-
opened. Licensee further agrees to post a cash deposit in the amount of $1,000.00. Such funds may be
used or retained by the Village, in the event clean-up is not completed as scheduled. If the Village incurs
any clean-up costs over and above the original cash deposit amount, Licensee shall be responsible for that
amount. If all clean-up is completed by 12:00 noon, Monday, October 4, 2004, the bond will be fully
refunded to Licensee.

18. Licensee assumes ail liability and shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless the Licensor, its
officers and employees, for any injuries, suits, liabilities, costs or damages to persons or property,
including Licensor’s property, officers or employees, occasioned by or arising out of the use or occupancy
of the above described license by Licensee. In addition, all vendors participating in The Rotary Club of
Downers Grove Oktoberfest shall be required to completely release and hold harmless the Village of
Downers Grove, its officers, agents and employees from any loss, claim, occurrence or liability whatsoever
arising out of this event. Such vendors shall provide written releases to the Village not less than one week
prior to the event.

19. Licensor reserves the right to terminate this license and The Rotary Club of Downers Grove
Oktoberfest if it determines that The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest is endangering the health,
safety or welfare of the citizens of Downers Grove.

20. Licensee agrees to compensate Licensor in the amount of $ for the granting of this
license.

8.  Alcoholic beverages will be served at Oktoberfest in a plastic cup, and shall be limited to beer,
wine/wine coolers, and Mike’s Hard Lemonade (Malt Beverage).

9. Rotary will need to have the parking lot commonly known as the Forest Lot South, closed from 9:00
p.m. Wednesday, September29, 2004 through 12:00 noon on Monday, October 4™ 2004. The tent
contractor needs to have a full day to set up the large tent, and allow for possible “bad weather”. The inside
of the tent needs to be set up on Thursday night by all Rotarians. The lot will be back to normal for
Monday after noon business.

10. Rotary will check driver’s licenses to determine that purchasers of alcohol are age 21 and over, Rotary
will place a tyvek bright colored wrist band verifying that he or she is age 21 and over.

11. Rotary will be supplying all tents, fences, tables and chairs, staging, lighting, entertainment,
for patrons within the Oktoberfest area.

12. Rotary will have at least 1 off duty uniformed Downers Grove police officer during non
peak (before 8:00 pm), and 2 uniformed off duty officers during peak hours 8:00 p.m.-11:30 pm.

13. Rotary shall work with the Liaison to the Liquor Commission to apply for a Downers

Grove liquor license for the Beer Garden. Application for such license shall be no later than September 1,
2004. Upon issuance of a Downers Grove liguor license, Rotary shall apply to the Illinois State Liquor
Commission for the required State liguor license. Rotary shall obtain dram shop insurance in statutory
amounts in a form acceptable to the Village’s Risk Manager, naming the Village as additional insured. A
copy of the certificate of insurance shall be provided to the Village by Thursday, September 16, 2004.
Rotary shall comply with all State of Illinois laws and Village ordinances concerning the sale and service
of alcohol.




14. Kent Ebersold (VM/Cell - 630/363-7746), Mark Baresel (VM/Cell - 630/254-7490},

Chris Lavoie (VM/Cell - 630/215-5206), and Mike Davenport (VM/Cell - 630/699-3621),are designated as
the Event Managers and one shall be present and available at all times the event is in progress to handle
any questions and generally act as the primary contact person for all issues concems and questions related
to the operation of The Rotary Club of Downers Grove Oktoberfest. A telephone list of Village contacts
shall also be available.

15. No person shall be served alcoholic beverages who does not have a wristband verifying that
the individual is twenty-one (21) years of age or older.

16, All persons dispensing alcoholic beverages at Oktoberfest shall be twenty-one (21) years of age or
older. Like the first three years, Rotary shall supply sufficient signage and crowd control equipment to
ensure efficient and orderly operation of the Oktoberfest.

17. Rotary will supply adequate garbage removal dumpster space for the Oktoberfest.

18. Oktoberfest hours shall be Friday October 1 from 4:00 p.m.-11:30 p.m., Saturday October 2™ from

noon to 11:30 pm, and Sunday October 3" from noon to 6:00 pm. All music will cease at 11:00 pm.
