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SYNOPSIS 
A motion is requested to award a contract for SW042-10 Drainage Improvements, Subwatershed E to 
Patnick Construction, Inc. of Bensenville, Illinois in the amount of $538,828.00. 
 
STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT 
The Five Year Plan and Goals for 2010-2014 identified Top Quality Village Infrastructure and 
Facilities.  A supporting objective of this goal is Improve Neighborhood Infrastructure Curbs, 
Gutters, Streets, Sidewalks, Stormwater and Drainage System. 
 
FISCAL IMPACT 
The budget for all planned projects within the St. Joseph North, Subwatershed E (SW-042) is 
$9,250,000 and spans three fiscal years (FY09, FY10 and FY11).   Other projects in this 
subwatershed include the completed Rogers Street storm sewer and the nearly completed Washington 
Park Stormwater Improvements.  The FY10 budget includes $840,000 for this contract. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
 
BACKGROUND 
This sub-watershed was identified as a high priority in the Village’s Watershed Infrastructure 
Improvement Plan.  The proposed project will include drainage improvements at the following three 
locations:    

1.) Along Washington Street, between Chicago Avenue to just south of Washington Park; 
2.) Along Sherman Street, between Douglass Road and Fairview Avenue; and 
3.) At the intersection of Sherman Street & Prospect Avenue. 

 
The completed project along Washington Street will help to direct storm water to the newly 
constructed Washington Park stormwater facility.  Also, as part of this project, the outfall sewer for 
Washington Park will be completed and tied into the new storm sewer.  The new piping will be 
installed within the pavement and replaces an existing but undersized storm sewer located within the 
parkway.    
 
A new storm sewer will be constructed Sherman Street from Douglass Road to Fairview Avenue.  
There are currently no drainage facilities for this section of Sherman Street.  During moderate rain 
fall events the Village regularly receives requests to mobilize personnel to pump localized pockets of 

UPDATE & RECOMMENDATION 
This item was discussed at the August 10, 2010 Village Council meeting. Staff recommends approval 
on the August 17, 2010 consent agenda. 
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water flooding private property as well as the street and parkway.  The new storm sewer system will 
alleviate this localized flooding and significantly reduce the need for our response during rain events. 
 
The third component of the project is to improve drainage at the intersection of Sherman Street and 
Prospect Avenue.  This intersection was identified in the WIIP as an area of frequent flooding.  The 
improvements will help to improve localized drainage at this intersection, and a back-flow preventer 
will be installed in the downstream sewer to help prevent stormwater from surcharging the system 
and flooding the area.

This bidder received very positive municipal 
references for work performed in other suburban communities and agencies such as the Village of 
Palatine, the City of Northlake, the Cook County Forest Preserve District, and the Village of
