SYNOPSIS

Staff has prepared an ordinance authorizing the sale of surplus real estate for the property located at 5237
Benton Avenue.

STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT
The goals for 2011-2018 include Top Quality Infrastructure.

FIscAL IMPACT
Reimbursement to the Stormwater Improvement Fund for the sale of property within St. Joseph’s Creek
North, Subwatershed J. The purchase price is $205,000.00.

UPDATE & RECOMMENDATION
This item was discussed at the May 8, 2012 Village Council meeting. Staff recommends approval on
the May 15, 2012 Active Agenda.

BACKGROUND

The real estate is located within the St. Joseph’s Creek North, Subwatershed J (SJN-J), which was
previously identified in the Watershed Improvement Plan as a high priority subwatershed. Flooding of
houses, yards and streets occurred repetitively along Benton Avenue between Randall Street and Summit
Street within this subwatershed. The solution to this drainage problem was the creation of a new
underground stormwater storage basin on the property.

On October 19, 2011, the Village adopted Resolution 2011-81 which authorized the sale of the property. In
October, the Village sought to sell the property pursuant to Section 11-76.4.1 of the Illinois Municipal
Code and set the minimum purchase price at $260,000.00. The Village did not receive any offers from that
process. Staff has once again published the property for public sale and this time did not set a minimum
purchase price. Offers were due to the Village on April 27, 2012. The Village received three offers to
purchase the property. Oakley Home Builders submitted the highest offer in the amount of $205,000.00.
Staff is recommending the sale of the property pursuant to Section 2.36 of the Downers Grove Municipal
Code to Oakley Home Builders. Closing will occur some time in late May.

SUMMARY OF ITEM:

Adoption of the attached ordinance shall authorize the sale of surplusreal estate commonly known
at 5237 Benton Avenue, pursuant to Section 2.36 of the Downers Grove Municipal Code.

WHEREAS, the Village of Downers Grove is the owner of the following
described 88 foot by 131 foot property improved with a single family home, currently
zoned R-4 Single Family Residence District:

WHEREAS, on October 18, 2011, the Village Council determined that it was in
the best interest of the Village to sell the Subject Property and approved Resolution 2011-
81 which authorized the sale of the Subject Property pursuant to 65 ILCS 5/11-76.4.1;
and

WHEREAS, the Village has had the Subject Property appraised by a State
certified and licensed MAI rea estate appraiser and advertised the Subject Property for
sale in accordance with State law;

WHEREAS, the Village did not receive any offers to purchase the Subject
Property;

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Village Council of the
Village Of Downers Grove, DuPage County, lllinois, asfollows:

Section 1. That the preambles to this Ordinance are hereby determined to be
accurate and correct, and are incorporated herein by this reference.

Section 2. That the Village Council still believes that it is in the best interest of
the Village that the Subject Property be sold at public sale.

Section 3. That pursuant to its Home Rule power and Section 2.36 of the
Downers Grove Municipal Code which authorizes the Village Council to waive al
technical requirements set forth in 65 ILCS 5/11-76-1 et. seq., the Village Council does
hereby waive all such requirements. The Village Council is doing so as the Village did
not receive any offers after the first attempt to sell the Subject Property in December
when al of the technical requirements of the Illinois Municipal Code were followed.

Section 4. That the Village advertised the Subject Property for sale by posting

the Notice of Sale on the Village Website at www.downers.us and otherwise made it

available to prospective purchasers.

Section 5. That the Village received three offers to purchase the Subject
Property and that the highest offer to purchase the property was from Oakley Home
Builders.

Section 6. That the form and substance of the Contract for Sale (the “Contract”),
between the Village of Downers Grove (the “Village”) and Oakley Home Builders, for
the sale of 5237 Benton Avenue, a copy of which is attached hereto, is hereby approved.



Section 7. That the Village Manager and Village Clerk are hereby respectively
authorized and directed for and on behalf of the Village to execute, attest, seal and deliver
the Contract, substantially in the form approved in the foregoing paragraph of this
Ordinance, together with such changes as the Manager shall deem necessary.

Section 8. That the proper officials, agents and employees of the Village are
hereby authorized and directed to take such further action as they may deem necessary or
appropriate to perform all obligations and commitments of the Village in accordance with
the provisions of the Contract.

Section 9. That this Ordinance shall bein full force and effect upon adoption.

6. Seller has not received notice of the commencement of any legal
action against Seller for the damaging, taking or acquiring of all or any
part of the Property, either temporarily or permanently, by condemnation
or by exercise of the right of eminent domain;

7. Seller has not received any written notice that alleges a violation of
law or governmental ordmanm, orders or requirements relating to the
Property, that was issued prior to the date of this Agreement to Seller by
any governmental department or agency having jurisdiction as to
conditions affecting the Property, and with respect to which any corrective
action was not completed prior to the date of the execution of this
Agreement by Seller;

8. Seller has full power, authority and capacity to enter into and
perform this Agreement and its obligations under this Agreement and this
Agreement is binding on Seller and enforceable again Seller in accordance

- with its terms and Seller’s consummation of this transaction will not
violate any restriction, court order or agreement o which Seller or the
Property are subject. That all individuals executing this Agreement and
other documents necessary to consummate this transaction for and on
behalf of Seller have the authority to do so and that Seller has taken all
necessary actions, pursuant to Hlinois law, authorizing execution of this
Agreement and sale of the Property by Seller pursuant ¢o the terms hereof;

the property, and subject to existing zoning, flood plain and any other
restrictions on the use or development of the property. All warranties
with respect to the property are hereby expressly disclaimed. Except
as provided below regarding the scope of Purchaser’s indemnity
commitment, any risk and all responsibility relating to any condition
of the property, including, but not limited to, any of the above-

described conditions, are assumed by Purchaser and disclaimed by
the Seller.

2. Purchaser shall examine the property and conduct its own
inspection and investigation of the property (including, without limitation,
environmental inspections and investigations). The Purchaser shall take
all necessary action and bear all expenses and liability associated with
making the property suitable for the Purchaser’s intended use and
complying with all applicable law. Further, upon closing, as between
Purchaser and Seller, Purchaser shall bear all responsibility, liability and
obligation for the physical, environmental, zoning and structural condition
of the property and the taxable, non-residential development, business or
operations to be located on the property.

3. Purchaser waives, generally releases and covenants not to sue or
make any claim whatsoever against the Seller regarding the foregoing
matters and all matters within the scope of the following indemnity
commitment, inchuding, but not limited to, any claim by Purchaser against
the Seller resulting from a third-party claim against Purchaser due to the
negligent or unlawful acts or omissions of the Seller. Purchaser shall, at
its sole cost and expense, unconditionaily indemnify, defend and hold the
Seller harmless from and against any loss, liability, damage {whether or
not ultimately successful), penalties, fines, injunctions, suits, proceedings,
disbursements and court costs) arising under any present or future local,
state or federal law (and the amendments, regulations, orders or decrees
promulgated thereunder) which may be incurred by or against the Seller
directly or indirectly resulting from the condition of the property
including, but not limited to, the presence and/or removal of asbestos,
environmental hazards and/or the presence or removal of underground fuel
storage tanks, except to the extent a claim is made directly against the
Seller and is determined by a court of competent jurisdiction to arise
directly from the unlawful acts or omissions of the Seller prior to closing.
Purchaser’s obligations, indemnifications and risk with respect to the
condition of the property under this paragraph shall survive the closing of
the sale of the property, and shall not merge in the deed.

REPRESENTATION, WARRANTIES AND COVENANTS OF
PURCHASER:

Purchaser represents, warrants and covenants to Seller as follows:



1, Purchaser is purchasing the Property in its “AS IS condition with
no warranties by Seller as to merchantability, suitability or fitness for any

particular use, it bemg understood and agreed that Purchaser is relymg
solely on its own Inspections, engineering studies and reports, cconomic
and feasibility studies and examinations of the Property and Purchaser’s
own determination of the condition of the Property;

2. This Agreement is not contingent in any manner upon zoning.

3. Purchaser has all requisite power and authority to consummate the
transaction contemplated by this Agreement and has by proper
proceedings duly authorized the execution and delivery of this Agreement
and the consummation of the transaction contemplated hereby;

4, This Agreement when executed and delivered by Purchaser and
Seller will constitute a valid and binding agreement and shall be
enforceable against Purchaser in accordance with its terms;

5. To Purchaser’s knowledge, neither the execution and delivery of
this Agreement nor the consummation of the transaction contemplated
hereby will violate or be in conflict with; (i) any applicable provisions of
law; (ii} any order of any court or government agency having jurisdiction
over the Purchaser; or (iii) any agreement or instrument to which .

7. Purchaser has sufficient funds available to consummate the
Closing of the transaction described in this Agreement.

B. Purchaser shall deliver to Seller any refund of real estate taxes received
with respect to the Property for any period prior to the Closing Date.

12. CONDITION OF AND DAMAGE TO PROPERTY: The Property

shalt be conveyed in its present condition, ordinary wear and tear and damage by casualty
excepted.

13. NOTICES: All  notices, elections, consents, demands and
communications (collectively called “Notices™ or individually called “Notice™) shall be in
writing and delivered personally or by registered or certified mail return receipt
requested, postage prepaid, express mail or by commercial carrier and, if sent to
Purchaser, addressed to Purchaser at Purchaser’s address and, if sent to the Seller,



addressed to the Seller at Seller’s address each stated on the signature page of this
Agreement. Copies of Notices shall be sent to the attorneys for the respective parties.
Either party may, by written notice to the other, change the address to which notices are
to be sent. Unless otherwise provided herein, all notices shall be deemed given when
personal delivery is effected or when deposited in any branch, station or depository
maintained by the U.S. Postal Service or the express mail service within the United States
of America, except that a Notice of a change of address shall be deemed given when
actually received. Seller’s or Purchaser’s affidavit of the date and time of deposit in a
mailbox or with the express mail service or the postmark, whichever is earlier, shall
constitute evidence of the effective date when the notice has been given.

14, ENTIRE AGREEMENT: This Agreement constitutes the entire
agreement between the parties as to the subject matter hereof and supersedes all prior
understandings and agreements. There are no representations, agreements, arrangements
or understandings, oral or written between the parties, relating to the subject matter
contained in this Agreement that are not fully expressed or referred to herein.

15.  SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS: The provisions of this Agreement shall
bind and inure to the benefit of Seller and Purchaser and their respective heirs, legal
representatives, successors and assigns. Purchaser may not assign this Agreement
without prior written consent of Seller, which consent shall not be unreasonably withheld,
and provided, however, that Seller’s consent shall not be required to any assignment of
this Agreement by Purchaser to any affiliate of Purchaser or any LR.C. Section 1031 .
qualified exchange intermediary.

16. FURTHRER ASSURANCES: Fither party shall execute, acknowledge
and deliver to the other party such instruments and take such other actions, in addition to
the instruments and actions specifically provided for herein, at any time and from time to
time after execution of this Agreement whether before or after the Closing, as such other
party may reasonably request in order to effectuate the provisions of this Agreement or
the transaction contemplated herein or to confirm or perfect any right to be created or
transferred hereunder or pursuant to this fransaction, provided that neither party shall be
required t0 incur any material expense in connection therewith.

17. SEVERABILATY: If any clause or provision of this Agreement is held to
be invalid or unenforceable by any court of competent jurisdiction as against any person
or under any circumstances, the remainder of this Agreement and the applicability of any
such clause or provision to other persons or circumstances shall not be affected thereby.
