SYNOPSIS

A motion is requested to award a contract for the supply of ready mixed concrete to EImhurst Chicago
Stone of EImhurst, Illinois in an amount of $20,000.

STRATEGIC PLAN ALIGNMENT
The goals for 2011-2018 include Top Quality Infrastructure.

FISCAL IMPACT
The FY14 Budget provides a total of $20,000 for supply of ready mix concrete in the General Fund. Staff
will limit expenditures of this unit price contract to stay within the approved budget.

RECOMMENDATION
Approval on the April 15, 2014 consent agenda.

BACKGROUND
The supply of ready mixed concrete for 2014 was competitively bid with one response meeting
specifications as summarized in the bid tabulation below.

Vendor Total Net Bid
Elmhurst Chicago Stone, EImhurst, Illinois $21,250

The bid amount of $21,250 is the initial cost estimate from Elmhurst Chicago Stone for ready mix
concrete for 190 yards of materials to be used by the Public Works Department for street repairs at various
locations throughout the Village. Concrete is used by Village crews to complete sidewalk and curb and
gutter repair as well as some stormwater system maintenance. Annual street repair work will begin in
April and continue through October. EImhurst Chicago Stone performed satisfactorily when they held this
contract for the Village in 2011.

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GENERAL
Notice is hereby given that the Village of Downers Grove will receive sealed Bids up to
March 31,2014, 11:15 a.m.

Bids must be received at the Village of Downers Grove by the time and date specified. Bids
received after the specified time and date will not be accepted and will be returned unopened
1o the Bidder.

Bid forms shall be sent to the Village of Downers Grove, ATIN: Theresa Tarka,inasealed
envelope marked "SEALED BID". The envelope shall be marked with the name of the
project, date, and time set for receipt of Bads.

All Rids must be submitied on the forms supplied by the Village and signed by a proper
official of the company submitting the Bid. Telephone, email and fax Bids will not be
accepted.

By submitting this Bid, the Bidder certifies under penalty of perjury that he has not acted i
collusion with any other Bidder or potential Bidder.

PREPARATION OF BID

it is the responsibility of the Bidder to carcfully examine the specifications and bid
documents and to be familiar with all of the requirements, stipulations, provisions, and
conditions surrounding the proposed services.

No oral or telephone interpretations of specifications shall be binding upon the Village. All
requests for interpretations or clantications shall be made in writing and reccived by the
Village at least five (5) business days prior to the date set for receipt of Bids. The Village
shall make all changes or interpretations of the specifications in a written addendum and
shall provide an addendum to any Bidder of record. Any and all changes to ihe
specifications/plans are valid only if they are included by written addendum to all Bidders.
Fach Bidder must acknowledge receipt of any addenda by indicating on the Bid Proposal
page. Each Bidder, by acknowledging receipt of any addenda, 1s responsible for the contents
of the addenda and any changes to the Bid therein. Fallure to acknowledge any addenda may
cause the Bid to be rejected. The Village wiil not assume responsibility for receipt of any
addenda. In all cases, it will be the Bidder's responsibility to obtain all addenda 1ssued.
Bidders will provide written acknowledgement of receipt of each addendum issued with the
bid submission.

In case of error in the extension of prices in the Bid, the hourly rate or unit price will govern.
Tn case of discrepancy in the price between the written and numerical amounts, the written

amount will govern.

All costs incurred in the preparation. submission. and/or presentation of any Bid including
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any Bidder's travel or personal expenses shall be the sole responsibility of the Bidder and will
not be reimbursed by the Village.

‘the Bidder hereby affirms and states that the prices quoted herein constitute the total cosi to
the Village for all work involved in the respective items and that this cost also includes all
insurance, bonds, royalties, transportation charges, use of all tools and equipment,
superintendence, overhead expense, all profits and all other work, services and conditions
necessarily imnvolved in the work to be done and materials 10 be furnished in accordance with
 the requirements of the Contract Documents considered severally and collectively.

PRE-BID CONFERENCE

A pre-bid conference may be offered to provide additicnal information, inspection or review
of current facilities or equipment, and to provide an open forum for questions from Bidders.
This pre-bid conference is not mandatory (unless stated “Required” on the cover of this
document), but attendance by Bidders is strongly advised as this will be the last opportunity
to ask questions concerning the Bid.

Questions may be posed in writing to the Village (faxed and emailed questions are
acceptable), but must be received by the Village prior to the scheduled time for the pre-bid
conference. Questions received will be considered at the conference. An addendum may be
issued as a result of the pre-bid conference. Such an addendum is subject to the provisions
for issuance of an addendum as set forth in Section 2.2 above.

SUBMISSION OF BID
Inali cases, an original and duplicate copy of the sealed bids marked as indicated in Section
1 shall be directed to the Purchasing Department.

A bid deposit may be required, the amount of which shall be fixed by the Purchasing
Manager but which shall not exceed ten percent (10%) of the estimated cost of the work or
material to be furnished, nor be less than the sum of twenty-five dollars ($25.00). Such bid
deposit shall be in the form of a certified check, cash or money order. Checks shall be drawn
upon a bank of good standing payabie to the order of the Village and said deposit shall be
forfeited to the Village in the event the Bidder shall neglect or refuse to enter into a contract
and bond when required, with approved sureties, to execute the work or furnish the material
for the price mentioned in his/her Bid and according to the plans and specifications in case
the contract shall be awarded to him/her. Bids shall be opened at the hour and place
mentioned 1n the notice.

MODI¥ICATION OR WITHDRAWAL OF BID

A Bid that 1s in the possession of the Viilage may be altered by a letter bearing the signature
or name of the person authorized for submitting a Bid, provided that it is received priot to the
time and date set for the Bid opening. Telephone, email or verbal alterations of a Bid will
not be accepted.

A Bid that is in the possesston of the Village may be withdrawn by the Bidder, up to the time
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set for the Bid opening, by a letter bearing the signature or name of the person authorized for
submitting Bids. Bids may not be withdrawn after the Bid epening and shall remain valid for
a period of ninety (90) calendar days from the date set for the Bid opening, unless otherwise
speeified.

Any Bidder who does not submit a Bid is requested to return the enclosed Statement of "No
Bid" postcard. Bidders not submitting Bids or "No Bid Statement” may otherwise be
removed from the Village’s bid mailing list.

REJECTION OF BIDS

Bids that contain omissions, erasurcs, alterations, additions not called for, conditional bicls or
alternate bids not called for or irregularities of any kind shall be rejected as informal or
insufficient bids otherwise acceptable which are not accompanied by the proper bid deposit
and/or security shall also be rejected as informal or insufficient. The Village reserves the
right to reject any or all Bids and to waive technical errors as may be deemed best for the
interest of the Village.

COMPETENCY OF BIDDER

No Bid will be accepted from or contract awarded to any person, [l or corporation that 13
in arrears or is in default upon any debt or contract. The Bidder, il requested, must present
evidence to the Purchasing Assistant of ability and possession ol necessary [acilitics, and
financial resources to comply with the terms of the attached specifications and proposals.
Fvidence must be presented within three (3) business days.

DISQUALIFICATION OF BIDDERS
Any one or more of the following causes may be considered as sufficient for the

BASIS OF AWARD
The Village reserves the right (v accept or reject any and all Bids or to waive technicalities,
or to accept or reject any item of any Bid unless the Bidder includes a restrictive limitation,

The Village may award the contract on individual items within a particular group or upon the
total group of items.

AWARD OF CONTRACT

The Contract will be awarded to that responsible Bidder whose Bid, conforming to the
invitation for Bids, will be most advantageous to the Village, price and other factors
considered. (the credentials, financial information, bonding capacity, insurance protection,
qualifications of the labor and management of the firm, past experience and ability 1o

complete the project within time frame required - lowest responsible bidder)

RETURN OF BID DEPOSIT

The bid deposit of all except the three (3) lowest responsive Bidders on each contract will be
returned within fifteen (15) calendar days afier the opening of Bids. The remaining bid
deposits of each Bidder will be returned within fifteen {(15) days after the Village Council has
awarded the contract and the required appurtenances to the contract have been received.

FAILURE TO ENTER INTO CONTRACT

By submitting a Bid, the Bidder understands and agrees that, if his Bid is accepted, and he
fails to enter into a contract forthwith, he shall be liable to the Village for any damages the
Village may thereby suffer.

SECURITY FOR PERFORMANCE

The awarded contractor. within thirteen (13) calendar days alter acceptance of his Bid by the
Village, shall furnish secusity for performance acceptable 1o the Village when required under
the documents.  Such secunty shall be either a satisfactory performance bond (bonding
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company must be licensed to do business in Illinois} or a letter of credit on the form provided
by the Village and available from the Village’s Purchasing Manager. Said bonds shall
guarantee the Bidder’s performance under the Contract Documents and shall guarantec
payment of all subcontractors and material suppliers. Any bond shall include a provision as
will guarantee faithful performance ol the llinois Prevailing Wage Act, 820 ILCS | 30/1 et
seq. NOTE: Asevidence of capability to provide such security for performance, each
Bidder shall submit with the Bid either a letter executed by its surety company
indicating the Bidder’s performance bonding capability, or a letter from a bank or
savings and loan within twenty-five miles of the corporate boundaries of the Village
indicating its willingness and intent to provide a letter of credit for the Bidder.

TAX EXEMPTION

The Village is exempt from [Hinois sales or use tax for direct purchases of materials and
supplies. A copy of the lllinois Sales Tax Exemption Form will be issued upon request. The
Village’s federal identification number will also be provided 1o the selected vendor.

RESERVED RIGHTS

The Village reserves the right to waive irregularities and informalities, sections to this
Contract and to accept any Bid and to reject any and all Bids and 1o disapprove of any and ail
subcontractors as may be in the best interest of the Village. Time and date requirements for
receipt of Bids, however, will not be waived.

CATALOGS
liach Bidder shall submit catalogs, descriptive literature, and detailed drawings, where
applicable, to fully illustrate and describe the material and/or work he proposes to furnish.

- TRADE NAMES/SUBSTITUTIONS

Certain materials and equipment are specified by & manufacturer or trade name to establish
standards or quality and performance and not for the purpose of imiting competiton.
Bidders are inviled to submit Bids not only an named items but also on items that they
propose for substitution of named items. Products of other manufacturers may be substituted,
if, in the opinion of the Village, they are equal to those specificd in quality. performance,
design, and suitability for intended use. If the Bidder proposes to furnish an "equal”, the
proposed "equal” item must be so indicated i the written Bid. Where two or more items are
specified, the sclection among those specified is the Contractor's option. or he may submit
his Bid on ali such items. Detail specification sheets shall be provided by Bidder for all
substituted items.

VILLAGE ORDINANCES
The successtul Bidder, now the Contractor, will strictly comply with all ordinances of ihe
Village of Downers Grove and laws of the State of [ilinots.
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USE OF VILLAGE'S NAME
The Bidder is specifically denied the right of using in any form or medium the name of the
Village for public advertising unless the Village grants express permission.

INSPECTION

The Village shall have a right to mspect, by its authorized representative, any material,
compenents or workmanship as herein specified. Matenals, components or workmanship
that have been rejected by the Purchasing Manager as not in accordance with the terms of the
contract spectfications shall be replaced by the Contractor at no cost to the Village.

DELIVERIES
All materials shipped to the Village of Downers Grove must be shipped F.O.B. designated
location, Dowaers Grove, llinos.

SPECIAL HANDLING

Prior to delivery ol any product that is caustic, corrosive, flammable or dangerous 1o handle,
the Contractor will provide written directions as to methods of handling such products, as
well as the antidote or neutralizing material required for its first aid before delivery.
Contractor shall “also notify the Village and provide material safety data sheets for all
substances used in connectien with this Contract which are defined as toxic under the Illinois
Toxic Substances Disclosure (o FEmplovees Act.

COMPLIANCE WITH OSHHA STANDARDS 4

Equipment supplied (o the Village must comply with all requirements and standards as
specified by the Occupational Safety and Health Act. All guards and protectors as well as
appropriate markings will be in place belore delivery. Items not meeting any OSHA
specifications will be refused.

CERCLA INDEMNIFICATION

The Contractor shall, to the maximum extent permitted by law, indemnify, defend, and hold
harmless the Village, its officers, employees, agents, and attorneys (rom and against any and
all fability, including without Iimitation, costs of response, removal, remediation,
ivestigation, property damage, personal injury, damage to natural resources, health
assessments, health scttlements. attorneys' fees, and other related transaction costs arising
under the Comprebensive Lavirenmental Response, Compensation, and Liability Act
(CERCILA) of 1980, 42 U.S.C.A. Sec. 9601, ¢t seq., as amended, and all other applicable
statutes, regulations, ordinances, and under comumon faw for any release or threatened release
of the waste material collected by the Contractor, both before and after its disposal.

BUY AMERICA

The Contractor agrees to comply with 49 U.S.C.5323(}), the Federat Transportation
Administration’s (FTA) Buy America regulations at 49 CF.R. Part 66i. and any
amendments thereto, and any implementing guidance issued by the FTA, with respect to this
Contract, when financed by Federal funds (through a grant agreement or cooperative
agreement).
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As a condition of responsivencss, the Contractor agrees to submit with its Bid
submission, an executed Buy America Certificate, attached hereto.

CAMPAIGN DISCLOSURE

Any confractor, proposer, bidder or vender who responds by submitting a bid or proposal to
the Village of Downers Grove shall be required to submit with jts bid submission, an
executed Campaign Disclosure Certificate, attached hereto.

The Campaign Disclosure Certificate is required pursuant to the Village of Downers Grove
Councit Policy on Ethical Standards and 1s applicable to those campaign contributions made
to any member of the Village Council.

Said Campaign Disclosure Certificate requires any individual or entity bidding to disclose
campalgn contributions, as defined in Section 9-1.4 of the Election Code (10 ILCS 5/9-1 4),
made to current members of the Village Council within the five (5) year period preceding the
date of the bid or proposal release.

By signing the bid documents, contractor/proposer/bidder/vendor agrees to refrain from
making any campaign contributions as defined m Section 9-1.4 of the Election Code (10
ILCS 5/9-1.4) to any Village Council member and any challengers secking to serve as a
member of the Downers Grove Village Council.

BACKING PRECAUTTONS

Pursuant to Sections 14-139(b} and 14-171.1 of the Downers Grove Municipal Code, any
motor vehicle which has an ebstructed view to the rear and is to be operated at anv time in
reverse gear on the public streets of the Village of Downers Grove by the Contractor or any
subcontractor shall either be equipped with & reverse signal alarm (backup alarm) audible
above and distinguishable from the surrounding noise level, or shall provide an observer (o
signal that it is safe to back up.

OVERWEIGHT, OVERWIDTH AND OVERHEIGHT PERMITS

The Village has and supports an overweight truck enforcement program. Contractors are
required to comply with weight requirements and safety requirements as established by
Illinois Law or Village Ordinance, for vehicles, vehicle operators and specialty equipment.
[ some instances, specialty equipment [or road repairs or construction projects requires the
movement ol overweight, overwidth, or overheight loads utilizing a Village of Downers
Grove roadway. Such movement will require obtaining a permit and permission trom the
Downers Grove Police Department,

COPYRIGHT/PATENT INFRINGEMENT

The Bidder agrees to indemnily, defend, and hold harmless the Village against any suit,
claim, or proceeding brought against the Village for alleged use of any equipment. svstems,
or services provided by the Bidder that constitutes a misuse of any proprietary or rade secret
information or an infringement of any patent or copyright.
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INDEMNITY AND HOLD HARMLESS AGREEMENT

To the fullest extent permitted by law, the Bidder shall indemnify, keep and save harmless
the Village and its agents, officers, and employees, against all inj uries, deaths, strikes, losses,
damages, claims, suits, liabilities, judgments, costs and expenses, which may arise directly or
indirectly from any negligence or from the reckless or wiltful misconduct of the Bidder, 1ts
employees, or its subcontractors, and the Bidder shall at its own expense, appear, defend and
pay all charges of attorneys and all costs and other expenses arising therefrom or mncurred in
connection therewith, and, if any judgment shall be rendered against the Village in any such
action, the Bidder shall, at its own expense, satisfy and discharge the same. This agreement
shal! not be construed as requiring the Bidder to indemnify the Village for its own
negligence. The Bidder shalt indemnify, keep and save harmless the Village only where a
loss was caused by the negligent, willful or reckless acts or omissions of the Bidder, its
employees, or its subcontractors.

NONDISCRIMINATION

Bidder shall, as a party to a public contract:

(2) Refraip from unlawful discrimination in employment and undertake affirmative
action to assure cquality of employment opportunity and eliminate the effects of past
discrimination;

(b) By submission of this Bid, the Bidder certifies that it is an "equal opportunity
employer” as defined by Section 2000(c) of Chapter 21, Title 42, U.S. Code
Annotated and Executive Orders #11246 and #11375, which are incorporated herein
by reference.

EQUAL EMPLOYMENT OPPORTUNITY

In the event of the Bidder’s non-compliance with the provisions of this Equal Employment
Opportunity Clause, the Illinois Human Rights Act or the Rules and Regulations of the
Ilinois Department of Human Rights (“Department™), the Bidder may be declared
neligible for future contracts or subcontracts with the State of Hlinois or any of its
political subdivisions or municipal corporations, and the Contract may be canceled or
voided in whole or in part, and such other sanctions or penalties may be imposed or
remedies invoked as provided by statute or regulation. During the performance of this
Contract, the Bidder agrees as follows:

That 1t will not discriminate against any employee or applicant for employment because of

sexual orientation, or an unfavorable discharge from military services.

That it will send to each labor organization or representative of workers with which it has
or 1s bound by a collective bargaining or other agreement or understanding, a notice
advising such labor organization or representative of the bidder’s obligations under the
[Minois Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and Regulations. If any such lebor
organization or representative fails or refuses to cooperate with the bidder in its efforts to
comply with such Act and Rules and Regulations, the bidder will promptly so notify the
Department and the contracting agency and will recruit employees from other sources
when necessary to fulfill its obligations thereunder.

That it wili submut reports as required by the Depariment’s Rules and Regulations, furnish
all relevant information as may from time to time be requested by the Department or the
contracting agency, and in all respects comply with the Wlinots Human Rights Act and the
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Department’s Rules and Regulations.

That 1t will permit access to all relevant books, records, accounts and work sites by
personnel of the contracting agency and the Department for purpose of investigation to
ascertam compliance with the Illinois Human Rights Act and the Department’s Rules and
Regulations.

That it will include verbatim or by reference the provisions of this clause in every
subcontract 1t awards under which any portion of the contract obligations are undertaken
or assumed, so that such provisions will be binding upon such subcontractor. In the same
manner as with other provistons of this Contract, the Bidder wilt be liable for compliance
with applicable provistons of this clause by such subcontractors; and further it will
promptly notify the contracting agency and the Department in the event any subcontractor
fails or refuses to comply therewith.

The Contractor shall be liable for any excess cests
for such similar supplies or services unless acceptable evidence is submitted to the
Purchasing Manager that failure to perform the Contract was due 0 causes bevond the
control and without the fault or negligence of the Contractor. Any such excess costs incurred
by the Village may be set-off against any monies due and owing by the Village to the
Contractor.

BILLING & PAYMENT PROCEDURES

approved and unpaid shall be added for each month or fraction thereof afier the end of this 60
day period, until final payment is made.

The Village shall review m a timely manner each bill or invoice after its receipt. It the
Viltage determines that the bill or invoice contains a defect making it unable to process the
payment request, the Village shall noiify the Contractor requesting payment as soon as
possible after discovering the defect pursuant to rules promulgated under 30 {LCS 50571 et
seq. The notice shal) identify the defect and any additional information necessary Lo correct
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the defect.

No invoice shall be paid without said
records.

contactor(s”) failure to perform its work in accordance with contract documents.

SUCCESSORS AND ASSIGNS
